I) The persons with Benchmark Disabilities (PwBD) defined under section 2(r) of the
RPWD Act, 2016.

A. Persons with Benchmark Disabilities in the categories of blindness, locomotor disability
(both arms affected - BA) and cerebral palsy will be provided with the facility of a scribe if
desired by the person against self-undertaking as per Appendix A Part A-1.

B. The PwBD candidates in the category of blindness, locomotor disability (both arms affected-
